Visit (Agra Fort) Situated on the west bank of the Yamuna river and two km from Taj
Mahal, the Agra fort was started by the Mughal emperor Akbar in 1565. The
impressive red sandstone fort extends for about 2.5 km and is surrounded by a deep

moat which was once filled with water of Yamuna. Though Akbar built it mainly as a

military centre, it was under Shahjahan's rule that the fort became more of a mini
city.Of the many gates, the only one open to public is the Amar Singh gate, which
leads into the fort. Immediately on the right is the Jahangiri Mahal. The other
impressive monuments within the fort are the Diwan-i-Khas, where the emperor met
the dignitaries, the Diwan-i-Aam, Nagina Masjid (built by Shahjahan for his harem) and
the Moti Masjid. Towards the northeast of the fort is the Musamman Burj, where
Shahjahan was imprisoned by his son Aurangzeb.

0100 pm Arriver Jaipur to visit (AMBER PALACE) The old capital of the Kachhwahas stands atop a
range of craggy hills. The fort is remarkable as much for the majestic grandeur of its
surroundings as for its sturdy battlements and beautiful palaces. It is a fine blend of
Hindu and Muslim architecture. The solemn dignity of it red sandstone and white
marble pavilions, when reflected in the lake at the foot hill, is a sight to behold. The
original palace was built by Raja Man Singh, the additional extensions were built by
Maharaja Mirja Raja Jai Singh and Sawai Jai Singh llthe last Maharaja of Amer, who
built a new city called Jaipur, where he shfted his capital in 1727.The palace complex
is lavishly ornamented and displays the riches of Amer. Sheesh Mahal chamber of
Mirrors. Diwan-e-Am or the Hall of Public Audience is a beautifully proportioned hall
open on three sides and stands on two rows of ornamented pillars. Diwan e-Khas or
the Hall of Private Audience has delicate mosaic work in glass. Sukh mandir is
guarded by sandalwood doors inlaid with ivory. Throughout the massive fort finely
carved lattice windows, exquisitely painted doorways, halls and finely sculptured pillars

crave for attention.The old city of Amer was the seat of power and bustling with life
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and prosperity. Other worth seeing sites are Jagat Shiromani Temple, Narsinghiji
temple, the stepwell of Panna Meena and fine carved royal cenotaphs on the road to
Delhi.then tovisit P a | a ¢ e oo HAWA MAHALe- builtW 1798, by Mah3raja
Sawai Pratap Singh, is the most recognizable monument of Jaipur. The 5 storied
stunning semi-octagonal monument having 152 windows with over hanging latticed
balconies is a fine piece of Rajput architecture. Originally designed for the royal ladies
to watch and enjoy the processions and other activities, on the street below. Now it
houses a well | aid out museum
feature of this newly setup museum. CITY PALACE AND S.M.S. Il MUSEUM - situated
in the heart of the old City, it occupies about one seventh of the old city area. The
palace is a blend of Rajput and Mughal architecture, it houses a Seven storeyed
Chandra Mahal in the centre, which affords a fine view of the gardens and the city.
Diwan-E-Am (Hall of public audience) has intricate decorations and collection of
manuscripts, Diwan-E-Khas (Hall of private audience) has a marble pawed gallery
Mubarak Mahal has a rich collection of costumes and textiles. There is a Clock Tower
near Mubarak Mahal. Sileh Khana has a collection of armory and weapons. Then
